Housing Placement Updates

>Strategies to reduce vacancies:

* Updated unit refusal and participation protocol to prioritize clients who are
engaged and have not recently refused.

* Expanded role of case managers to ensure document readiness at time of referral.
* Completion of unit-level inventory project for transparency and better workflow.

* Direct placement pilot with Healthy Streets Operations Center complete:
* 12 people moved directly from the streets into housing, evaluation of pilot underway.

>Shelter-in-Place Hotel Program: final outcomes numbers

* Tracked guest outcomes through the end of FY2022-23.
* Three-quarters of guests exit to stable locations.

* 1,835 people, including two-thirds of guests eligible for the SIP housing
process, moved into housing.

»New SF Emergency Rental Assistance Program (ERAP) policy to allow
PPSH residents to access rental assistance:

* Tenants work with providers to develop a payment plan for back rent that
will not overburden the household.

* Once tenant has made three monthly payments, provider can assist with
ERAP application to pay off additional back rent.
